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Pastors carry the weight of shepherding God’s people, and we are
honored to walk alongside them. Throughout this year, we shared time,
experience, and prayer—coaching, encouraging, and providing
discipleship guidance to leaders who faithfully shepherd their
congregations.

In the same way, we walk with missionaries connected through
Multiplication Ministries—supporting them through prayer, relational
partnership, and faithful financial stewardship so they can remain
focused on the work God has called them to do. We also continue to
encourage and equip lay disciple makers within the churches we serve.
Even when stories do not always reach us, God is at work—often in ways
both seen and unseen.
